WHO SHOULD TALK IN CLASS?

» Getting students to sBeak-to use the language they are learning-is a vital
part of a teacher’s job. Students are the people who need the practice, in
other words, not the teacher.

* Nevertheless, if teachers know how to talk to students-if they know how to
rough-time their language to the students’ level, then the students get the
chance to hear the language which is certainly above their own productive
level, but which they can more or less understand. Receiving rough-tuned
input in a relaxed and unthreatening way -is an important feature in
language acquisition.

* The best lessons are ones where the teacher is not afraid to summarize
what is happening, tell a sto(r]y, enter into discussion, etc. Good teachers
use their common sense and experience to get the balance right.
